Other signs may include:

@ Shifting or dramatically changing moods
@ Social withdrawal/isolation

@ Consistently late for work or an increase
in absences

@® Loss of control over medication use

PREVENT PRESCRIPTION PAINKILLER ABUSE IN FLORIDA.

@ Slowed breathing

@ Intermittent nodding off or loss of
consciousness

@ Constipation

@ Building tolerance and steadily needing
more of the drug to feel its effects

@ Taking medication for other reasons
besides pain, such as when depressed

@ Taking medication that was prescribed
for another person
